The Citi Journalistic Excellence Award
The Citi Journalistic Excellence Award began in 1982 as a way to promote quality journalism and to recognize journalists for excellence in financial and business reporting in the markets in which Citi does business around the world.  The winners are selected by nominations that are screened by independent panels Citi assembles, with final selection confirmed by Columbia Graduate School of Journalism. The most prominent aspect of the award is the winners’ participation in an 8-day business and financial seminar in New York City, which is administered by Columbia Graduate School of Journalism and sponsored by Citi.  The program offers participants rigorous workshops in the principles of accounting and finance and exposure to institutions, policy makers and other thought leaders in the United States.
 
The Benelux edition
Belgium, the Netherlands and Luxembourg have successfully been organizing the Citi Journalistic Excellence Award for over 10 years and have collectively sent over 50 journalists to Columbia University.
The success of the award has increased the number of participating countries over the years. In order to keep the interaction to an optimal level, Citi and Columbia University have decided to limit the number of attendees. As a result it has become impossible for the Benelux countries to send an individual winner per country.
However, the success of the award and the appreciation of it by all stakeholders have encouraged us to continue the award.
Following discussions with Alumni and jury members, several scenarios were explored and it was agreed that each country will continue to organize the competition and 1 winner per country will be announced. These 3 country winners will compete against each other. The ultimate winner will attend the seminar at Columbia University. The country winners will receive a grant from journalismfund.eu which will allow them to work on a quality in-depth and cross-border investigative journalism project

The nominees per country

The runners-up will be invited to Dataharvest, the European Investigative Journalism Conference in Brussels from 8-10 May 2015.

Who can participate?
 The competition is open to financial/business journalists and freelancers, primarily with print media (newspapers, magazines), wire services and online media.
· Articles must be published between January 1 and December 31 of the given year.
· All entries must be at least 750 words.
· The articles will be judged in their local language for the local Award.
· For the Benelux Edition the articles will be translated into English and will be judged by all jury members of the 3 countries.
· Former winners who participated in the program at Columbia University cannot participate
 
The Award ceremony:

Each country will organize an award ceremony where the local winner will be announced.
The 3rd country which organizes the award ceremony will also announce the Benelux winner. As such the location will be independent from the location of the winner. The goal is to alternate the location every year.

Country winners will be invited to the final Award Ceremony.
